She is also the Founder and Principal of Agile Bear Consulting. In addition, she is a Special Advisor, Community Engagement at NexGen Energy Ltd. and a Senior Advisor to ISO Energy Ltd. Raising her two boys with her husband Dave, Tracy has always been active in her community with years of volunteer and board experience in the energy industry and other diverse organizations. She is a proud member of the Nipissing First Nation and strives to use the Seven Grandfather Teachings in her leadership.
